COMPETITION JUDGING RULES: 

 

Entries must be received by Monday, June 2, 2008 in order to be judged.   

 

Entries will be accepted on parade day, but these entries will not be eligible for any awards. 

 

Any unit entered in the wrong category will not be considered for an award in that category. 

 

Two All-American Parade Association Judges (located at Brunswick City Hall) will determine the winners of parade awards 

(excluding fire equipment); their decision will be final.   

 

Brunswick Cable will televise at Brunswick City Hall.   

 

The Parade Announcer will broadcast across from Buehler’s. 

 

Float height clearance from the road to the top of the float is 13’. 

 

For the safety of parade spectators, please do not throw candy.  Please have your group participants walking in the parade hand out 

candy, etc. 

 

The day of the parade, all units must check-in at Visintainer Middle School between Noon and 1:45 p.m.  At that time a lineup 

number will be assigned to pre-registered entries.  Only pre-registered entries will be judged.  The lineup number must be displayed 

on the left side of cars/participants.  (An entry may be missed and not judged if the number is not visible to the judges.) In cases 

where only people are walking, the number must be displayed on the left side of  the first person walking. 

 

Line up numbers will be posted on the City of Brunswick website, www.brunswick.oh.us, after 5:00pm on Monday, June 16.  It is 

recommended that groups inform all participants your line-up number prior to parade day.  The line-up number will help your 

participants to locate your group on parade day. 

 

Please do not stop to perform anywhere along the parade route. 

 

All units must march the entire parade route and are not to disband until they reach the festival site.  Penalty is disqualification from 

awards. 

 

Conduct of units is the responsibility of the group representative and sponsoring organization. 

 

Fire equipment awards will be made on the festival grounds after the parade ends.   

 

Winners of parade awards will be contacted by telephone.  Awards will be ready for pick up at the Brunswick Recreation Center on 

Monday, June 23 at Noon.
